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                 Immunization Program 

Preschool and Grade One 

Most children receive immunization for diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis (whooping cough), polio, measles, 

mumps, rubella, and varicella (chickenpox) vaccine as infants. In the province of Alberta, a booster dose 

of diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis and polio as well as a second dose of measles, mumps and rubella is 

recommended for all children between 4 and 6 years of age. Varicella vaccine is also available if your child 

has not received the vaccine previously and has not had chickenpox disease. 

Hepatitis B & Human Papillomavirus (HPV) 

In the province of Alberta, all students currently registered in Grade 5 are eligible for hepatitis B vaccine. 

Hepatitis B immunization is a series of 3 doses of vaccine given over a period of 6 months. Human 

papillomavirus (HPV) vaccine is being offered to all female students in Grade 5. The HPV immunization is also 

a series of 3 doses of vaccine given over a period of 6 months, and therefore, can be given at the same time 

as the hepatitis B vaccine. The vaccines are given in separate needles. 

Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis (Whooping Cough) 

In the province of Alberta, a booster dose of diphtheria, tetanus and pertussis vaccine is recommended for 

all Grade 9 students. The addition of pertussis to the routine booster of diphtheria and tetanus was introduced 

in September 2004. The change was made to decrease the number of cases of pertussis in Alberta.  

Infl uenza (Flu) 
Children and adults with chronic illnesses are more at risk of complications from infl uenza so immunization 

is a very important measure to prevent disease.

Free infl uenza immunization is provided for:

•  Children and adults with chronic health problems such as asthma, cancer, heart disease, lung disease, 

kidney disease, diabetes, severe anemia, asplenia, sicklecell disease, neuromuscular disorders, 

conditions requiring long-term aspirin therapy or immune system problems.

•  Children 6 months up to and including 4 years of age.

•  Adults 50 years of age and older.

• Pregnant women.

• People who are caregivers of children aged birth to 23 months.

• People who live with:

 - Persons with chronic health problems as listed above

 - Children less than 24 months of age

 - Persons 65 years of age and older

 - Pregnant women.

For those not eligible for free immunization, infl uenza vaccine may be purchased for $25. Drop-in clinics for 

infl uenza immunization will be offered beginning in October. Clinics will be held at community sites throughout 

Alberta. No appointment is necessary. Watch your local newspaper for clinic dates and locations. 

Your child can receive the appropriate immunizations by making an appointment at your local Public Health 

Centre. Your consent is required for your child to be immunized.

Apprenticeship Program 
(RAP) for high 
school students
You can have it all with RAP!
The Registered Apprenticeship 
Program (RAP) is a way for regis-
tered high school students to become 
apprentices, earning credits toward 
an apprenticeship program and a high 
school diploma at the same time.

What is an apprentice?
An apprentice is someone learning a 
trade while he or she is employed in 
that trade. Usually apprenticeship is 
post-secondary training. But RAP is a 
special program that allows students 
to get started on an apprenticeship 
during high school.

What is apprenticeship?
Apprenticeship is a combination of 
on-the-job training, work experi-
ence and technical training in a trade. 
Apprentices spend about 80% of 
their time learning on the job from a 
quali  ed tradesperson. The remaining 
20% of their time is spent at a college 
or technical institute learning the 
theory, technologies and skills behind 
their trade. This is called the technical 
training component of the program. 
The entire apprenticeship program 
lasts one to four years, depending on 
the trade. From the start, apprentices 
earn a paycheque for their time 
on the job. As a RAP apprentice 
you will earn at least minimum 
wage. Usually the pay increases 
as the training progresses. Once 
your apprenticeship is complete, 
you will receive an “Alberta 

Journeyman Certi  cate” that proves 
you meet Alberta’s high industry 
standards. There are 50+ 
apprenticeable trades in Alberta.

How can I do work and school 
at the same time?
RAP is an agreement among you, 
your employer and your school. 
The whole idea is for all parties to 
be  exible. Your hours of work 
depend on the agreement, but they 
could involve:

•  working as a RAP apprentice for 
one semester and going to school 
the next 

•  working half a day and going to 
school the other half day

•  working during the summer, on 
holidays and weekends and attend-
ing school during the  regular term 

•  working one or two days per week 
and going to school the other days 

RAP FACTS
There are 50 annual awards of $1,000 each for high 
school students to continue their apprenticeship 
technical training programs

More and more students taking the RAP program 
attend post-secondary institutions, completing their 
trade at the same time as working towards a degree. 
The best part of this is that many of these students 
are graduating from post-secondary institutions 
without occurring any student loans or debt.

According to the 2007 survey of Alberta apprentice-
ship graduates, 97% of those in the labour force 
were employed and 96% of those employed were 
working in the trade in which they apprenticed. 
A trade is one of the most transferable careers in 
today’s global economy. 

In 2009, from September 1-7, Calgary will host 
over 900 competitors from 49 countries at the 
WorldSkills competition. This competition represents 
the pinnacle of excellence in skilled trades and 
technologies training.
